RICHARD HAMILTON:

GRAPHICS at R.LS.D.

The British artist who celebrates
American commercialism — and
who is considered by many the
father of pop art — is the subject of
a touring exhibition at the Woods
Gerry gallery through March 2
Richard Hamillon: Graphics is
sponsored by the Museum of Art,
Rhode Island School of Design and
organized by Wesleyan University
in conjunction with the artist's
publisher, Petersburg Press of
London and New York

The 42 prinis in the show span the
past 23 vears of Hamilton's career

They include all the major
techniques  of printmaking,
especially the photographic

reproductive methods of screen-
printing and photo-offset
lithography, but also the hand
processses of etehing, aguatint and
ingraving. In addition, many of
these complex works contain
passages of hand painting  and
collage.

Hamilten was born in London in
1922. He studied at the Royal

Academy Schools and later at the
slade. He was a professor of art’in
Newcastle University from 1953 to
1965 and his work has been widely
exhibited both here and abroad,

It is an organizer of various
programs and exhibitions at the
Institute of Contemporary Arts in
London during the early 1950's that
his reputation as the father of pop
art is based. Hamilton was first
inlerested in the possibilities of
scientific imagery. but his interest
gradually shifted to mass media
and popular culture, specifically
Hollywood movies, science fiction,
newspaper photographs and ad-
vertising images

In its derviation from mass
culture, pop art is an urban,
democratic, anti-elite  art,

fascinated by the violent technical
changes in the society. Because
American mass media is so per-
vasive and highly charged, the
images of pop art are primarily
American, as in Hamilton's 1957
lithograph Hommage a Chrysler
Corp. and his later screenprint
Kenl State.

WASHINGTON — Despite the
shah of Iran's recent pledge naot Lo
go along with another Arab oil
embargo, the State Department is

Henry Kissinger was exchanging
toasts with Arab leaders on his
recent nine-nation tour, his aides
were meeting behind closed doors
with oil company representatives
They were working on an  oil-
snaring plan for the Western
world

The scheme calls for the Western
nations lo share energy resources
in.¢case of another embargo, but in
reality this means the United
States would provide most of the
fuel

Ye! Kissinger may have more
trouble negotiating with our own
allies than he has with the Arabs
Several key points of his worldwide

The peripatetic Kissinger may
also have trouble with the U8
Justice Department, His oil-
shat.ng proposal would require the
m&jer oil companies to swap wvital
infoomation. This, the Justice
Depariment's  antitrust  lawyers
fear would lessen competition be-
twren the oil giants and give them
ever more dominance over the
Ameocan market,

His top
assistanl for legislative affairs, for
exampie, 18 John Maury, who was
a CIA man for over 20 vears. He is

a man who is used to speaking in
whispers and is singularly un-
suited for the gregarious role he is
expected to paly on Capitol Hill. As
Maury's assistant, Schlesinger has
chosen Donald Sanders, whose
credentials include & four-vear
stint on the Communist-hunting
House Internal Security Com-
miltee and 10 years with the FRI

schlesinger was a sirike against
the Pentagon. The appointment of
his two legislative assistants
means he has struck out

Sky Spies: Intelligence reports
warn the Soviets are preparing to
build space stations which could
have  tremendous military
significance. The space labs are
under construction, according to
the intelligence reporis, on a
regular production line. More than
75 cosmonauts are also training to
man these sky posts, Ultimately,
the Russians plan to orbit the huge
space stations with 12-man crews,
Some will be used, the intelligence
reports say, as observation posts.

Why People
KRick Their TV's

(CP8) — A University of
Missouri psyvchology professor
has found in preliminary
studies that television violence
arouses emotions and tends to
make people more aggressive.

Dr. Russell G. Geen, who
recently received a grant
repewal of £55,000 from the
National Science Foundation,
is sure television violence
offered with emphasis on
vengeance tends to be more
exciting than violence involved
with self-defense. With the new
grant he will look at
motivations other than
revenge, such as aggression or
the execution of orders or
commands.

Geen's previous studies
tested physical indicators of
emotion  while subjects
watched television programs
containing scenes of violence.
His interest in the effect of
television violence developed
from original studies on
aggression in humans, in
which Geen sought to establish
some causes of aggression in
controlled experimental set-
tings.
